It ishard to believe that after nearly two yearsof congruc-
tion, we are now within weeks of moving into our new facil-
ity. Although county approval isgill pending, we believe
with some level of certainty that our firg service can be held
in late March. Asareault, activitiesare underway to plan for
the move, prepare for our fird Sunday worship and dedicate
the facility to the glory of almighty

God.

The Property Board recently

slected a moving company,

and the move istentatively st for the
week of March 24. If occupancy isgranted early enough in
March, the preschool could be moved sooner. Good Shep-
herd volunteerswill perform mog of the packing in order to
keep moving cogsaslow aspossble. In the coming weeks
the red exterior crossat the main entrance, the etched Good
Shepherd window and the gained glasswindow in the fire-
dde room will be removed and trangported to the new dgte.

Preparation activitiesfor serviceson March 30 are underway
to ensure our firg parishionersare warmly greeted, worship
assdantsare trained and our Sunday Shool teachersare
ready for classesin our new education facility. Worship times
will initially remain at 8 and 11a.m. After we experience the
flow of several Sunday mornings at the new building, these
timeswill be evaluated to determine if adjugments are neces
[ary.

Mark your calendarsnow for our building dedication sched-
uled for the afternoon of June 1&. The event will begin with
a goecial celebrative worship service, followed by a remem-
brance and recognition program and reception. Fegive col-
ors, gecial music, a video recap of the entire building process
and recognition of the hundreds of individualswhose contri-
butions made this project possble are jug a few of the high-
lights of thisgpecial day. You won’'t want to missit.

Sme final noteson condruction: even after we occupy the
new facility, we expect that the contractor will gill be com-
pleting final touchesin and around the building, such asre-
pairing minor painting flaws, making final alignmentsto doors
and completing the final sages of groundswork. These are
known as‘punch lig’ itemsand are a normal part of the con-
druction process. Also, while final congruction work iscur-
rently progresing nicely, we were able to recently negotiate
with our landlord a week-by-week leasng agreement for
April in the event our occupancy date isunexpectedly de-
layed.

Please pray daily for the continued safety of the on-dte work-
ersand a cooperative work spirit between the many parties
involved in these final gages of the project.
